Thank 
you for your generosity.  Focus reading: Matthew 6:7-21 – 
The Lord’s Prayer and treasure in heaven. Jesus is preach-
ing. Are we listening? 
 
Wednesday, February 6, 2019 – Wednesday Worship at 
6:00 p.m.  7th and 8th grade Confirmation will gather at 
7:00 p.m.  Focus reading: Matthew 7:1-14, 24-29. “Speck 
in the eye, narrow gate, wise man builds house on rock.”  

This is what we’re 
praying for.  How’s this going to work?  Come and find 
out.

Communion at 6:00 p.m. 7th and 8th Confirmation and 
choirs at 7:00 p.m.  Focus reading is: Matthew 13:24-43. 
The Parable of wheat and weeds.  Come and worship! 
 
Sunday, February 17, 2019 – Worship with Holy    
Communion at 9:00 a.m. Sunday School gathers at 10:00 
a.m. Focus reading is: Matthew 13:24-43.  Jesus’ parables 
seem to leave many confused. But today’s message is 
clear: God’s kingdom is our greatest treasure, and it is this 
we should be seeking rather than the justification of our 
own views. Thus, in stories or parables, Jesus injects the 
Kingdom into our thinking. 

Wednesday, February 20, 2019 – Worship at 6:00 p.m. 
Confirmation and choirs at 7:00 p.m.  Focus reading is: 
Matthew 14:13-33.  Jesus feeds the 5,000 and walks on 
the sea.  “God’s power is loose in the world but is utterly 
unlike the power of human empires. Faith involves chang-
ing our minds -- our imagination of reality -- and entails 
crossing boundaries. This is still the heart of Christian 
practice in times of political uncertainty, scarcity, and   
alienation”. 
 
Sunday, February 24, 2019 – Worship at 9:00 a.m. 
Sunday School meets at 10:00 a.m.  Worship will be led 
and provided by the King’s Countrymen.  So, come have 
a good ol’ bluegrass and country worship. 
 
Wednesday, February 27, 2019 – Worship with Holy 
Communion at 6:00 p.m. Confirmation and choirs meet 
at 7:00 p.m. Focus reading: Matthew 16:24—17:8.  
Transfiguration Sunday!  Three of the disciples find them-
selves atop a mountain with Jesus and two dead prophets 
in a blaze of light. Under such circumstances, can we   
really blame Peter for his incomprehension? So, would 
we, if the veil of heaven were parted. 
 
Heads up!  Ash Wednesday and Lent begin Wednesday, 
March 6. Worship at 11:00 a.m. and 7:00 p.m.  Lenten 
Lunches and Suppers begin again.

We call it “benevolence”, or we call it “mission support”.  
Either way, it is the way we participate in the way of God 
in the world.  As such, our mission dollars are an            
important expression of our faith in God’s church and 
God’s world.

We do incredible work building 
ministry in our own country and being in mission through-
out the world.  The fastest growing Lutheran Churches in 
the world today are in Africa.  We now accompany those 
congregations, as the actual work of ministry is now done 
by the African churches themselves. 
 
Furthermore, ELCA World Hunger and ELCA Disaster 
Relief are the envy of other denominations and non-profits 
across the whole world. ELCA World Hunger, now more 
than ever, works in the United States providing hunger 
relief and teaching sustainable ways to live for the poor, 
hungry and the forgotten in our own land.  Globally, the 
ELCA Hunger Appeal also networks with NPO’s, the 
United Nations, other denominations and countries to    
provide medical care, clean water, education, economic 
development, sustainable agriculture and feeding stations.  
This is you who make this happen. This is our faith in   
action. 
 
Additionally, Lutheran Disaster Relief (LDR) works in our 
own country and around the world wherever fire, flood, 
earthquake, hurricane, tornado or drought happens.      
Government offices and community agencies in these 
places sigh with relief when Lutheran Disaster Relief 
shows up because they know how to gather resources,     
administrate relief and they know they will be there long 
after the news trucks have left.  LDR is known for show-
ing up first and staying until the work is done.  Our       
mission support makes this happen. 
 
The system the ELCA uses to make all this happen has 
been around a long time.  The ELCA’s use of church    
dollars to get things done is beyond amazing.  If helping 
others and building ministry is the goal, this is the best 
value around.  For instance, Central Lutheran received a 
$5000 grant this past year from ELCA Disabilities        
Ministry for the wheelchair lift for our Kylynn’s Hope 
ministry. 

So, I invite you to check this out for yourself.  Synod 
staffs work hard to serve congregations to improve our 
ministries and are the “between step” connecting us to the 
rest of the Church of Jesus Christ in the world.
